Class 15:  This class is restricted to exhibits over 18 months of age and weighing 12 – 18 pounds (5-8.2kgs)

Classes 16, 17, 19 and 20:  Are not conformation classes and are judged purely on coat and colour

Class 18:  Dogs and Bitches must be registered on the Neuter Register to be eligible to compete in this class
Classes 21 and 22:  Sire and dam are not required to be entered in breed classes, but all progeny must be entered in a breed class.  Minimum of 3 and maximum of 5 progeny.

Please Note:  Dogs must be entered in classes for which trophies are offered.  Entries in Special Classes must be entered and SHOWN in at least one ordinary breed class.  Baby puppies are ONLY eligible to compete in Baby Puppy Classes.  They are not eligible for Special Classes or as Progeny in Special classes.
